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Latar Belakang: Wabah covid-19 saat ini penularannya sangat cepat sehingga
pemerintah berupaya memutus mata rantai penyebaran covid-19 dengan
memberlakukan PSBB (Pembatasan Sosial Berskala Besar). Pada sektor
pendidikan berdampak pada perubahan metode pembelajaran. Metode belajar tatap
muka diubah menjadi metode pembelajaran jarak jauh. Salah satu indikator
pencapaian belajar mahasiswa adalah IPK. Mahasiswa kedokteran sudah
seharusnya menjaga kestabilan nilai IPK untuk dapat direkrut di rumah sakit dan
diterima studi spesialis. Menurut ajaran islam, manusia wajib untuk belajar
kapanpun dan dimanapun serta melakukan isolasi jika terdapat wabah. Wabah virus
menular merupakan ujian dan teguran atas banyaknya kerusakan di muka bumi ini.
Metode: Penelitian ini dilakukan dengan pendekatan deskriptif kuantitatif.
Populasi dalam penelitian ini adalah mahasiswa program studi kedokteran angkatan
2019 Fakultas Kedokteran Universitas YARSI yang menjalankan pembelajaran
jarak jauh sejumlah 235 orang. Pemilihan sampel menggunakan Teknik
Consecutive Sampling. Analisis data dilakukan dengan analisis univariat.

Hasil dan Analisis: Dari 114 responden yang merupakan mahasiswa Angkatan
2019 Fakultas Kedokteran Universitas Y ARSI, hasil kuesioner, data sekunder dan
uji statistiknya menunjukkan bahwa rata-rata IPK semester 3 lebih tinggi
dibandingkan dengan IPK semester 1 dengan perbedaan rata-rata IPK sebanyak
0.11+0.2. Kategori IPK yang mengalami peningkatan dan penurunan terbanyak
yaitu kategori sangat memuaskan pada semester 1 dan sangat memuaskan pada
semester 3 dimana terdapat peningkatan sebanyak 40 orang (52,6%) dan terdapat
penurunan sebanyak 25 orang (70,3%).

Kesimpulan: Indeks Prestasi Kumulatif selama pandemi lebih tinggi daripada
sebelum pandemi.
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Background: The spreading of the current covid-19 outbreak is very fast therefore
the government tried to break the covid-19 spread chain by enforcing LSSR (Large-
Scale Social Restrictions). In the education sector it has an impact on changes in
the learning methods. The face-to-face learning method is changed into a distance
learning method. One of the indicators of student learning achievement is GPA.
Medical students are supposed to maintain the stability of GPA score to be
recruited in hospitals and accepted to the specialist study. According to Islamic
teachings, humans are obliged to study whenever and wherever and isolate if there
is an pandemic. The pandemic of a contagious virus is a test and a warning for the
amount of damage on this earth.

Methods: This research is conducted by quantitative descriptive approach. The
populations in this research are students of medical study program class of 2019
Faculty of Medicine YARSI University who underwent distance learning with the
total of 235 people. The sample selection used Consecutive Sampling Technique.
The data analysis is conducted by univariate analysis.

Result and Analysis: From 114 respondents who are the students of Class of 2019
Faculty of Medicine YARSI University, the questionnaire results, secondary data
and statistic test showed that the average GPA of the 3rd semester is higher than
GPA of the Ist semester with the average GPA difference by 0.11+0.2. The GPA
category which experienced the greatest increase and decrease is the very satisfied
category in the st semester and very satisfied in the 3rd semester where there is
an increase by 40 people (52,6%) and there is a decrease by 25 people (70,3%,).
Conclusion: The Grade Point Average during pandemic is higher than before
pandemic.
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
