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Tujuan utama dari penelitian ini adalah untuk mengkaji dan menganalisis 
kemanfaatan hukum dari penerapan teknologi cyber notary dalam konteks transisi 
menuju era Industri 5.0 di Indonesia.

Cyber notary 
merupakan inovasi yang memungkinkan notaris melakukan tugas dan fungsinya 
secara digital, yang mencakup pembuatan akta, pengesahan dokumen, serta 
penyimpanan arsip elektronik.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa penerapan cyber notary memiliki potensi 
besar dalam meningkatkan efisiensi dan keamanan dalam layanan notaris, 
mengurangi birokrasi, serta mempercepat proses administrasi hukum. Selain itu, 
cyber notary juga dapat memberikan kontribusi signifikan dalam mendukung 
transformasi digital di sektor hukum dan pemerintahan. Namun, penelitian ini juga 
menemukan adanya tantangan signifikan yang harus diatasi, termasuk aspek 
regulasi, perlindungan data pribadi, dan kesiapan infrastruktur teknologi di 
Indonesia. Untuk mencapai manfaat optimal, diperlukan kerangka regulasi yang 
jelas dan komprehensif serta peningkatan literasi digital di kalangan notaris dan 
masyarakat umum. Kesimpulannya, peralihan menuju cyber notary di era Industri 
5.0 menawarkan banyak kemanfaatan bagi sistem hukum di Indonesia, namun juga 
memerlukan penanganan yang cermat terhadap tantangan yang ada. Implementasi 
yang berhasil akan bergantung pada kolaborasi antara pemerintah, lembaga hukum, 
dan pemangku kepentingan lainnya untuk menciptakan lingkungan yang kondusif 
bagi inovasi hukum digital.

To achieve optimal 
benefits, a clear and comprehensive regulatory framework is required, along with 
increased digital literacy among notaries and the general public. In conclusion, the 
transition to cyber notary in the Industry 5.0 era offers numerous benefits for the 
legal system in Indonesia but also requires careful handling of existing challenges. 
Successful implementation will depend on collaboration between the government, 
legal institutions, and other stakeholders to create a conducive environment for 
digital legal innovation. 
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
